Cooks Corner
Seafood Chowder

1 small onion, diced
2 stalks celery, chopped
1 tablespoon olive oil
1 tablespoon butter
4 potatoes, cubed
1/3 cup flour
2 cups milk
% pound shrimp, deveined
% pound scallops, quartered if large
% pound fish, filleted
1-2 lobster tails
% pound clams in shell,,
discard broken clams with broken shells
Salt
Pepper
Bacon, cooked and crumbled
Carrot sticks, sliced cucumbers, olives
Bread, sliced

In a pot sauté onion and celery in the olive
oil and butter until the onion is translucent. Atd
potatoes, cover with water and boil until the
potatoes are cooked.

Make slurry with the flour and 1 cup water.
Add to the soup and stir. Add milk. Add salt and
pepper to taste.

Add the seafood and cook for a few minutes
until the shrimp and lobster turn pink, the fishkiés
and the clamshells open.

Place a soup bowl on a plate. Arrange the
carrot sticks, sliced cucumber, olives and a slice
bread at the side of the bowl on the plate.

Ladle the soup in the bowl and garnish with
the crumpled bacon.

The Pattern Page
Maple Sugar Candy

Try out this new Monk’s Cloth Pattern for
falll! You can make the pattern into a
bread basket cover, a table runner, a
placemat, or a table topper.

Materials
Yellow monk’s cloth
Yarn, white and yellow
Size 13 blunt point yarn needle or bodkin
Scissors

Yarn lengths
Zigzag rows: 1 Y% times the length plus 8 irsche
Leaves: 14 inches

Fold the monk’s cloth in quarters to find the
center. Mark the center float.

Row 1 -Measure and cut the yarn for a zigzag row.
Make the first stitch in the marked center float.
Center the yarn with half of the yarn on each side
the first stitch. Stitch the first half of the row

Step 1: Count over 2 and up 2. Stitch 1 float.
Do 10 times.

Step 2: Count over 2 and down 2. Stitch 1tfloa
Do 10 times.
Repeat steps 1 and 2 across row.
Turn the fabric around 180 degrees.
Rethread needle at the center of row one.
Stitch the rest of row one.

Row 2 —Count up 2 rows from center float. Repeat
row 1.

Row 3 —Count up 4 rows from center float. Repeat
row 1.

Row 4 -Count up 40 rows from center float.
Step 1: Count over 2 and down 2. Stitch 1tfloa
Do 10 times.
Step 2: Count over 2 and up 2. Stitch 1 float.
Do 10 times.
Repeat steps 1 and 2 across row.



Row 5 —Count up 42 rows from center float.
Repeat row 4.

Row 6 —Count up 44 rows from center float.
Repeat row 4.

Continue stitching rows 1 — 6. Repeat with the
other side.

Natural monk’s cloth and Falling leaves yarn
White mink’s cloth and red yarn (Canadian motif)
